Advanced Letterpress is designed to build on previous technical knowledge learned in
the Introductory Letterpress course. Students will continue to work with metal and
wood type, polymer plates and wood and linoleum blocks. In addition, there will be
demonstrations on pressure printing, wire and magnet printing, and various other
monotype techniques. For those who are interested in polymer plate production, we
will be exposing our own matrices in the studio. Students are welcome to work on
independent projects and are encouraged to use the span of the course to work on
more elaborate printed projects.

The class will be taught by Margot Ecke, who received her M.EA. from the Rhode Island
School of Design and her B.FA. from Cornell University, as well as, the

Professional Printing Certificate from the Tamarind Institute at the University of New
Mexico and her Certificate in Bookbinding at the North Bennett Street School in
Boston. Her artists’ books are shown internationally and her work is in the collections
at the Getty, the New York Public Library, and the RISD Artists’ Book Collection, among
others.

Enrollment is now limited to 6 students in order for everyone to have ample time using
the presses. This class fills up quickly so mail your registration/payment early in order
to hold your place.
